Let the people give thanks to You, O God! Let all the people give thanks to You! O Son of God..

THIRD ANTIPHON (Psalm 67:1-3 and 117:24) 

Let God be risen and his enemies be scattered, let the one who hate him flee from before his 
Face. Christ is risen from the dead, trampling down death by death, and upon those in the 
tombs bestowing life.  
 

As smoke vanishes, let them vanish, as wax melts before the face of fire. Christ is risen ... 
 

Thus the sinners will perish before the Face of God. And the righteous be gladdened. Christ 
is risen...

the dead, but Christ has shown Himself a stranger to corruption! So proclaim: ‘The Lord is risen, 
granting the world great mercy!’” 
Tone 2 The noble Joseph, / when he had taken down Your most pure Body from the tree, / 
wrapped it in fine linen and anointed it with spices, / and placed it in a new tomb.  / But You 
rose on the third day, O Lord, // granting the world great mercy. 
Tone 4 O righteous Father Alexis, / our heavenly intercessor and teacher, / divine adornment 
of the Church of Christ! / Entreat the Master of All / to strengthen the Orthodox Faith in 
America, / to grant peace to the world / and to our souls, great mercy!

But Peter said to him, “Your 

money perish with you, because you thought that the gift of God could be purchased with 

money! You have neither part nor portion in this matter, for your heart is not right in the 

sight of God. Repent therefore of this your wickedness, and pray God if perhaps the thought 

of your heart may be forgiven you. For I see that you are poisoned by bitterness and bound 

by iniquity.” Then Simon answered and said, “Pray to the Lord for me, that none of the 

things which you have spoken may come upon me.” So when they had testified and preached 

the word of the Lord, they returned to Jerusalem, preaching the gospel in many villages of 

the Samaritans.
